ANDREA DEL SARTO  (1486-1531)


1.  Follows the Florentine Classical style in the Michelangelo manner


2.  One of the transitional figures from High Reanaissance to Mannerism


3.  Mannerist in use of colors and arrangement of figures

Madonna of the Harpies

PONTORMO  (1494-1557)


1.  Epitomizes Mannerism


2.  Studied with Andrea del Sarto


3.  Deliberate anti-classical style-  felt that the Renaissance ideals of order, stability, and calm didn’t work in his day.


4.  Alchemy became the quest of Pontormo; he himself went insane and died unstable


5.  Works have a slow movement- circular rather than diagonal

1.  Lived on 37 years


2.  Correggio’s pupil- has his grace and elegance

2.  Has a slick, polished look


3.  Painter to Florentine Cosimo I, First Grand Duke of Tuscany- a tyrant under Charles V- part of the new Medici family
